Did you ever wish that you could sign your name to your pictures with 

just the click of the mouse? Well itôs possible by making your own 

name brush in Photoshop and/or Elements. Itôs easy and fun so try it 

just follows these easy directions. 

  

  

Create Your Own Name Brush by Carolyn Flynn  
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Step 1- Create a new document 

 

In editor go to File ï New ïchoose - Blank file, 

You can name your document if you want. 

For Preset (choose -Custom) 

In the new dialog box enter Width 200 Height 200 pixels 

Resolution ï 72 pixels/inch 

Color Mode ï RGB Color 8 bit 

Background Content ï White 

Click ok. Your new document is now a blank on your screen. 

 

 Step 2- Choose the size of your brush 

 

The size at which you initially create your name brush will become 

your default size. Itôs important to know that the brushes we create our-

selves are pixel-based brushes which mean they are essentially images 

and behave exactly the same way as regular images when it comes to 

resizing them. Brushes will usually remain crisp and sharp when we 

make them small, but get soft and dull as you increase the size. So you 

want to keep your brush fairly small. 

With your new document open press the T to get the Type tool. 

This creates a new layer. Select the Horizontal Type Tool 

Set your Font whatever you want from the drop down menu in the Op-

tions Bar menu. 

Set the type- regular-bold ïitalic etc. 

Set the font size-color etc and what ever you need in the options bar. 

Set Justification to Center 

Once you have this all set Type your Name.

 If glasses have been giving you a Devil of a time, this is going 
to be one of those Homer Simpson "D'Oh!" moments. And if you 
are having trouble with it, don't feel bad. I did, too.  
 
The problem is that if you are going to the trouble to light 
someone, you are naturally inclined to have them face toward 
the light. Which is fine.  
 
Unless they are wearing glasses. 
 
To avoid reflections in glasses, simply light from one side and 
have the person face the other.  There is no need to be shoot-
ing all of the way in profile, either. A flattering, 3/4 angle 
(subject to camera) will work just fine.  

 

  

 Step 3 ï Define your brush  

 

Press M to get the Rectangular Marquee tool. 

Click and drag a selection around your typed name. 

Go under the Edit menu ï choose Define Brush from Selection. 

When the brush name dialog appears name your brush and click ok 

This adds your type as a custom brush in your Brush Picker, 

Press control D to deselect. ( Note: brush may appear squished but it 

wonôt be.)

 Step 4 ï Find your Name Brush 

 

Press B to get the Brush tool. 

In the options bar click on the Brush Thumbnail and in the 

resulting Brush Picker, 

Scroll to the bottom of the brushes. 

The last brush in the set is the custom brush you just created. 

 

Step 5 ï Using your name brush 

 

Now letôs put it to use. 

Open a photo that you want to put your name on. 

Click on Create New Layer icon at the top of the layers pal-

ette. 

With the Brush tool click once where you want your name to 

appear. 

As with any brush you can size it by moving the slider in the 

Options Bar. 

You can also lower the opacity in the layers palette. 

You can change the color to blend in with your photo
